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Dear Leaders,

All Leaders must have Outdoor Living Skills in order to take a troop on any overnight - whether it is in a motel, museum or a tent.  Outdoor Living Skills 1 is mandatory for ALL overnights with your Girl Scout troop (this is a GSUSA requirement for any overnight – not just outdoor overnights - that you take your troop on). This training will provide skills on how to plan and manage your troop before taking your girls on the overnight.    Note: this training used to be called overnight training, but now it has changed its name and is required to be taken prior to the Outdoor Living Skills which are for outdoor overnights.  Outdoor Living Skills 2 is for all tent camping and overnights that are not planned inside. It teaches the leaders how to cook over the open fire, other means of cooking outside, tent maintenance, safety outdoors and fire safety. Note:  you may not build any fire without this training. This training is offered by GSHH in the spring – it a fun course that all Leaders should take if they want to take their girls camping at any time.  SEGS requires that all Leaders have OLS 1 and OLS 2 prior to going community camping. All these trainings are a one time deal, they do not expire once you have your training – therefore, you have it forever. As a result, please do not hesitate to get trained or your troop may lose out on a very fun experience!  Once the spring catalogue comes out, please book your training because these classes fill up fast. Do not hesitate or your troop may not be allowed to go camping in the fall with the community!
Also, please make sure your first aid training is up to date. This is a very important course to complete especially for all meetings. Note: you must complete this course in order to take a trip 
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anywhere with your troop. You will be glad you have the training if anything does happen during one of your troop meetings.
